Although il is based on Internct technology platlorms, the sharing cconomy 1s a
busincss model based on renling. As uscrs, public agencics could tap on the public
value of the sharing economy. The emphasis on renting could reduce waste and
increase efficiency as it puts into use the otherwise dormant assets or labor. Adaptive
governance in the context of sharing economy would imply that the public agencies
shift internal digital government processes {e.g. procurement) to share assets. [igital
government could (acilitale on demand sharing Lo use the asscls al capacily.

The unemplovment rate is a vital measure of economic performance. A falling
unemployment rate generally occurs alongside rising gross domestic product {GI3P),
higher wages, and higher indusirial production, The government can generally achicve a
lower unemplovmenl rale using cxpansionary liscal or monclary policy, so it might be
assumed that policymakers would consistently target a lower unemployment rate using
these policies. Part of the reason poelicymakers do not revolve around the relationship
between the unemplovment rate and the inflation rate.

[n general, economists have tound that when the unemplaoyment rate drops below a
certain level, referred (o as the natural raic, the inflation rate will tend o increase and
conlinue 1o rise until the unemployvment rale returns 1o its natural rate. Allernatively,
when the unemplovment rate rises above the natural rate, the inflation rate will tend to
decelerate. The natural rate of unemployment is the level of unemployiment consistent
with sustainable economic growth. An unemployment rate below the natural rate
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suggests that the economy 1s growing faster than its maximum sustainable rate, which
places upward pressure on wages and prices in general leading to increased inflation.
‘The opposite is true if the unemployment rate rises above the natural rate. downward
pressure 18 placed on wages and prices in general Ieading o deercased inflation,
Wages make up a signilicant portion ol the costs ol goods and scrvices, therelore
upward or downward pressure on wages pushes average prices in the same dircetion.

Two other sources of variation in the rate ot intlation are intlation expectations and
unexpected changes in the supply of goods and services. [nflation expectations play a
significant role in the actual level of inflation, because individuals incorporate their
inflation expectations when making price-setting decisions or when bargaining for
wages. A change in the availability of goods and scrvices used as mputs in the
production process (c.g., oil) generally impacts the [inal price of goods and services in
the economy. and therefore changing the rate of inflation.
