While all varictics ol Buddhigm revere "Buddha" and "buddhahood”, they have
dillcrent views on what these are. Whatcever that may be, "Buddha” is still central 1o all
forms of Buddhism.

In Theravada Buddhism, a Buddha is someone who has become awake through
their own efforts and insight. "They have put an end to their cycle of rebirths and have
ended all unwholesome mental states which lead to bad action and thus are morally
perlected, While subject 1o the limitations of the human body in certain ways (lor
example, in the early texts, the Buddha suffers from backaches)., a Buddha is said to be
"deep. immeasurable, hard-to-fathom as is the great ocean." and also has immense
psvchic powers {(abhijfia). ‘Theravada generally sees (Gautama Buddha (the historical
Buddha Sakyamuni) as the only Buddha of the current era. While he 1s no longer in
this world, he has lefl us the Dharma {Tcaching), the Vinava (Discipling) and the
sangha (Community). There are also said to be two types of Buddhas, a
sammasambuddha 1s also said to teach the Dharma to others, while a paccekabuddha
(selitary Buddha) does not teach.

Mahayana Buddhism meanwhile, has a vastly expanded cosmology. with various
Buddhas and other holy beings (arvas) residing in different realms, Mahayana lexts
not only revere numerous Buddhas besides Sakvamuni, such as Amitabha and
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Vairocana, but also see them as transcendental or supramundane {fokuttara} beings.
Mahayana Buddhism holds that these other Buddhas in other realms can he contacted
and are able to benefit beings in this world. In Mahayana, a Buddha 15 a kind of
"spiritual king”, a "prolector of all ereatures™ with a lifetime that is countless ol cons
long, rather than just a human icacher who has transcended the world alicr death.
Buddha Sakyamuni's lile and death on carth is then usually undersiood as a "mere
appearance” or "a manifestation skillfully projected into earthly lite by a long-
enlightened transcendent being. who is still available to teach the faithful through
visionary experiences.

Mystical experiences can be categorized not only according to their contents but also
according to the alternate states of consciousness during which they oecur. l'or
example, St. Teresa of Avila distingnished four stages of mystical prayer. In “the
prayer of simplicity.” a prayer that is roughly one sentence in length is repeated
continuously until other thoughts cease to follow in an orderly succession. As thought
is gradually halied, the praver reaches a point erined the “ligature™ or “suspension,”
when external realily s signilicantly less distracting. The sceond stage of praver, “the
prayver ol the quiel.,” begins at the onset ol the ligature, During this stage. repelilive
praver conlinucs to require consgcious ¢flfor, but 1t gradually ceases o be a
voluntary meditation and instead becomes an involuntary passively experieneed object
of contemplation. When the increasing oblivion (o cxternal reality and the
preoccupation with contemplation reach such an extent that distractions entirely cease
to intrude on consciousness, the praver of quiet has ended and “the praver of the full
mystical union™ 15 said to have commenced. Ffforts to avoid distraction and maintain
contemplation are now all but unnecessary. Sense perception is half-suspended: the
sense of hearing 15 the last of the senses to be inhibited. The simultaneous increase of
the ligature and contemplation is again progressive. arriving by increments at the final
stage ol Roman Catholic mystical experience, which Si. Teresa described in terms ol
three categories. “Ecstasy™ appears gradvally or quietly. “Rapture” is an experience of
the same content when its onset is violent and sudden. Lastly, the “llight of the soul™ is
a rapturc with the specific content of an oul-ol-body expericnee.
