PASSAGE 1I:

Indonesia became the world’s largest Muslim country over a period spanning
centuries, yet experts are still undecided on how it actually came about.

What is interesting about how the teachings of the Prophet Muhammad (SAW)
spread in Southeast Asia, says historian Dr. Carool Kersten, is that it did not involve a
conquest, and that it happened gradually and surprisingly very late. "First evidence of
the local people converting to Islam in present-day Indonesia does not date further
than the 13th century. That’s when we find ground archeological evidence namely
tombstones of sultans with Arab names, which demonstrate that local leaders have
embraced Islam,"

Muslim forces began venturing out of the Arab lands in the 8th century - they were
in control of Spain by the 720s and the famed young military commander, Muhammad
Bin Qasim, had just invaded Sindh and Multan, in what is now Pakistan, a few years
earlier. Unlike in these regions, Islam spread peacefully in Indonesia.

A 13th century tombstone of a local ruler, Sultan Malik al Salih, found in Sumatra,
is often cited as a historical marker for when Islam started to make inroads in the
region. Salih, who controlled a principality in the northernmost Indonesian island of
Sumatra, had converted to Islam. "The fact that he adopted an Arab title and called
himself a Sultan rather than a Raja, which is a Sanskrit word for a ruler, is the first
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compelling evidence that someone from the Southeast Asia decided to embrace Islam
and his population followed suit,” says Dr. Kersten.

The literal meaning of hijab is to veil, to cover or to screen. It encompasses more than
just a dress code; it is concerned with moral boundaries and respect for woman. Tt is
part of community cohesion and modest behavior. However, the term hijab has
become interchangeable with the word scarf. The meaning is sometimes extended to
cultural dress standards such as the burga of Afghanistan, the chador of Iran and the
shalwar kamise of Pakistan.

The first recorded instance of veiling or covering the hair for women is recorded in
Assyrian legal texts from the 13th century BCE. Its use was restricted to noble
women. In both the ancient empires of Greece and Rome there is evidence that points
to various degrees of head coverings worn by females. Particularly in Rome it seems
that head coverings were associated with prayer and devotion. While in Greece
evidence determined by sculpture and pottery from that time leads many to believe
that respectable woman covered their heads outside the home.

The historical roots of veiling in Western Europe go back to the Byzantine Empire,
where veiling codes attributed high social rank to families whose women were veiled.
In the Middle Ages it was customary for married women to cover their hair with
various kinds of coverings. Paintings of urban women in Western Europe often depict
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everything covered except the face and hands. At the time peasant and working-class
women who did not cover were considered "loose" and fair game for assault. This non
respectable depiction of uncovered women also plays out in the Muslim context where
Quran says that veiling or covering indicates the high status of believing women.

Abu Rayhan al-Biruni was born in Khwarazm, a region adjoining the Aral Sea. He
lived both in Kath and in Jurjaniyya as he grew up and we know that he began studies
at a very early age under the famous astronomer and mathematician Abu Nasr Mansur.
Certainly by the age of seventeen, al-Biruni was engaged in serious scientific work for
it was 1n 990 that he computed the latitude of Kath by observing the maximum altitude
of the sun.

The end of the 10th century and beginning of the 11th century was a period of great
unrest in the Islamic world and there were civil wars in the region in which al-Biruni
was living. Exactly where al-Biruni went when he fled from Khwarazm is unclear. He
might have gone to Ray (near to where the city of Tehran stands today) at this time,
but certainly he was there at some time during the following few years.

In contrast with the works of many others, we find out a lot about al-Biruni from
his writings. Despite the fact that no more than one fifth of his works have survived,
we get a clear picture of the great scientist. We see a man who was not a great
innovator of original theories, mathematical or otherwise, but rather a careful observer
who was a leading exponent of the experimental method. He was a great linguist who
was able to read firsthand an amazing number of the treatises that existed and he
clearly saw the development of science as part of a historical process which he is
always careful to put in proper context. His writings are therefore of great interest to
historians of science.
