Over the past century, the focus, approach, and channels of delivery of agricultural
extension and advisory services (EAS) have evolved through different stages. These
changes were driven by a changing context in resource availability, climate change,
new developments in information, communication, and production technologies, and

increasingly globalized and vertically integrated agri-food systems. There is a renewed
interest in exploring ditferent EAS delivery models to better serve the changing
agricultural contexts. This renewed interest is accompanied by a desire to revive

community-based approaches of agricultural education and extension, with farmer-to-
farmer extension (F2FE) now constituting the dominant approach in many countries.

The first pillar of the new digital innovation agenda for agricultural extension and
education is an increased use of user-centered design approaches. This is a recent
development. In the past, the focus was on proof-of-concept approaches that caused
many services to suffer from overly rigid pre-planning, where developers determined
the technological options prior to intense interaction with the targeted user groups,
including farmers. Such rigid pre-planning frequently hindered subsequent, flexible
adaptation of the original ideas in interaction with the prospective users, and thus
resulted in failure.
