PASSAGKE 1:

The lact that Arabic language 15 an inherited sct of information is related to the basic
Arab-Islamic comununmication paiterns. Many scholars, such as Edward T. Hall and Jocrg
Schmilz, discussed some main properties ol the Arab-Islamic communication methods.
For example. the Arab-Islamic communication pattern is high-context, implicit. and
deductive. The Arab-Islamic communication style is high-context in the sense that most
Arabs and Muslims tend to assume that others know the background information, [lence,
they don't wsually claborate on the background inlormation when they communicate. The
Arab-Islamic conununication style is also unplieit rather than explicit. In the Arab-Islamic
culture. the hidden and implied messages are the basic messages which one aims to
communicate.

The Arab-Islamic communication 1s also deductive rather than inductive in the sense
that most Arabs and Muslims express general statements when they communicale instead
ol providing details with regard 1o the topic under discussion. For instance, they might say
"The economy in Dubal is goed”. But they don't usually convey the details about what
kind of economic markets they are talking about, and tend not to mention examples in
order to support their claim.

Now. Arabic language played an essential role in forming the Arab-lslamic
communication palicrns. Since almost cach Arabic word containg interesting inherited
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information. it follows that it someone 1s using Arabic language to communicate with
others, then one does not need to be explicit and elaborate on the information one wants to
transmit. ln other words, given that Arabic language 1s a huge set of inherited information,
it [ollows that when we use Arabic lo communicale, we are already transmitting a lol ol
inlormation, implicd in Arabic language itscll. ¢ven withoul mentioning detailed
inlormation. Ilenee, there is no need 1o be explicil and claborative. This is why the Arab-
Islamic communication patterns are high-context, unplicit and deductive, such that most
Arabs and Muslims don't transmit maximum amount of explicit information when they
communicate. All of this shows that Arabic language forimed the Arab-lslamic
communication on patterns, and that when one's language possesses a huge amount of’
inherited information then onc's communigation patterns are high-context, implicit and
deductive.

PASSAGE 2:

Modern Standard Arabic (MSA) is the official language throughout the Arab world, and
in its written form it is relatively consistent across national boundaries. MSA is used in
ollicial documents, in cducational settings, and lor communication belween Arabs of
dillerent nationalities. However, the spoken [orms ol Arabic vary widely, and each Arab
country has its own dialect. Dialects are spoken In most informal settings, such as at
home, with friends, or while shopping. Of all the spoken dialects, Egvptian Arabic is the
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most widely understood. due primarily to Egypt's role as the major producer of movies
and 'V programs in the Arab world.

[.earning Modern Standard Arabic can be challenging. The sound system is completely
dillerent from Germanic and Romancee languages, Arabic pronunciation includes a varicly
ol distinctive gutiural sounds that arc lormed in a dillerent way o most words in
Luropcan languages. Arabic grammar, however, is relatively straightforward. There are
only two verb tenses, and Arabic verbs are regular in conjugation. There are cases for
Arabic nouns, but only three: nominative, genitive, and accusative. These aspects of the
language compensate for some of the difficulties non-native speakers may experience
when learming Arabic pronunciation and reading.

The Arabic writing system is quite ditferent from the nglish system. The Arabic
alphabet consists of 28 letiers that change shape depending on their position within a word
and the letters by which they are surrounded. Some Arabic letters must be connected to
other letters; others may stand alone. Arabic vowels are indicated by marks above and
below the consonants. but in some texts such as newspapers and magazines, these marks
are omitted. Additionally, there are no special forms, such as the use of capital letters in
Finglish, to indicale proper nouns or the beginning ol a sentence. A good way 1o begin
lcarning Arabic 15 by lcaming the Arabic alphabel and the rulcs that govern spelling. Alicr
all, Arabic wriling is more than jusi & syslen ol conununication; it is considered o be an
art form.

Arabic rhetoric is a branch of Arabic language which plays an important role in
developing Arabic perlormance. competence and lilerary apprecialion among students, A
comnand ol Arabic rheloric would cnable students 1o use Arabic with high quality in
term ol correetness and appropriatencss as well as 10 cnable them understand, evaluate
and appreciate aesthetic values from Arabic texts. The method of teaching and assessing
should not overly emphasize on memorising definitions or methods. These factors impede
the achievement of the actunal aim and chjective of teaching Arabic rhetoric. Method of
tcaching and asscssing must lend priority 1o the application ol methods and an increase in
activitics that could truly develop language ability as well as being able o instil a sensc of
aftinity towards literature amongst students.

Theretore, the traditional curriculum that is still implemented in teaching Arabic
rhetoric should be re-visited to ensure its successful teaching and learning. T'eachers on
the other hand, have to re-assess their teaching process. The centrality of thetoric rules in
tcaching and lcarning process i3 inadequate and was argued upen since language ability ig
much more than structural. Where rules are given oo much priority, the studenis do not
lcarn Arabic, rather, they learn rules. They will know ihe rules and they can pass the lests
but when it comes to using the language in practice, students will discover that they lack
vocabulary, language style and fluency. They are unable to use the rules especially in
speaking fluently and writing accurately. 'This approach has also made students nervous
aboul making mistakes, henee, undermining their conlidence and  destroying  their
molivalion

It should be a central discussion among policy makers and praciitioners ol Arabic
rhetoric teaching particularly for non-Arabic native speakers, to seek and explore a new
curriculum design and practice for the subject either at school or university level. Some
efforts and changes must be done to overcome the prolonged preoccupation with
inetficient, unproductive and misguided implementation of the teaching process.
Hopclully, this can move away [rom the tcacher covering Arabie rhetoric (o the learner
discovering Arabic rhetoric.
