Mine and pulp mill closures have led to many ghost towns in British
Columbia, Canada including several relatively recent ones: Ocean Falls which closed
in 1973 after the pulp mill was decommissioned. Kitsault whose molybdenum mine
shut down after only 18 months in 1982, and Cassiar whose asbestos mine operated
[rom 1952 10 1992, In other cascs, the reason for abandenment can arise [rom a town's
iniended economic [unclion shilling (o another, nearby place. This happened
to Collingwood, Queensland in Outback Australia when nearby Winton outperformed
Collingwood as a regional centre for the livestock-raising industry. The railway
reached Winton in 1899, linking it with the rest of Queensland, and Collingwood was
a ghost town by the following year.

Satellite eitics diller from edge citics. which are suburbs with large cmployment bases
and culiural olferings, in that satellite cities must have a (rue historic downlown, a
distinet independent municipal government, existed as a city prior to becoming
interconnected with the larger metropolitan core. and are surrounded by a belt of rural
land between themselves and the central ¢ity. Conceptually, both satellite cities and
some types of edge city could be (and once were) self-sufficient communities outside
of their Larger metropolitan arcas, bul have become interconnected duc to the suburban
cxpansion ol the larger metropolis. Howcever, while edge c¢ilics may have their own
govermment and share many characteristics with satellite cities. they are much more
physically integrated with the core city and would not exist in anything like their
present form if not for the suburban expansion of their larger neighbor. Hdge cities are
activily nodcs within a metro arca, nol miniature metre arcas themsclves, Some
satellite citics that are particularly ¢lose or well connecied 1o their larger neighbors
and/or have their own historic downlown may also qualily as the uptown varicty ol
edge cilies, bui the lerms are nol svnonvmous. In some cases large melropolilan areas
have multiple centers of ¢lose to equal importance. These multi-polar cities are often
referred 1o as twin cities.

An exurbis an area ouiside the ivpically denser inner suburban area ol a melropolilan
area, which has an economic and commuting connection to the metro area, low housing
density, and growth. [t shapes an interface between urban and rural landscapes holding an
urban nature for its functional, economic, and social interaction with the urban center, due
to its dominant residential character. The word exurb (a portmanteau of extra and urban)
wis coined by Speclorsky, in his 1955 book The Dxurbanites, 1o deseribe the ring off
prosperous communitics bevond the suburbs thal are commuicer (owns lor an urban arca.
Since the Finding Exurbia report by the Brookings Institution in 2006, the term is
generally used for areas bevond suburbs and specifically less densely built than the
suburbs to which the exurbs' residents commute. 'l o qualify as exurban, a census tract
must meet three criteria: (1) cconomic connection (o a large metropolis; (2) low housing
dengity: bottom third of census tracts with regard 1o housing densily — in 2000, this was a
minimum of 11,000 m* per resident; (3) population growth exceeding the average lor iLs
metropolitan area. Exurban areas incorporate a4 mix ol rural development (e.g., [anms and
open space) and in places, suburban-style development (e.g., single-family homes. though
usually on large lois). Tn long-scitled arcas, such as the .S, Northeast megalopolis,
cxurban arcas incorporale pre-existing (owns, villages and smaller citics, as well as strips
ol older single-lamily homes buill along pre-existing roads that connected the older
population centers of what was once a rural area. The Brookings Institution listed exurban
counties, defined as having at least % 20 of their residents in exurban Census tracts.
