A pedestrian crossing {GB) or crosswalk (US} is a place designated lor pedesirians o
cross aroad. street or avenue. The term ‘pedestrian crossing’ is also used in some
international treaties that pertain to road traffic and road signs, such as the Vienna
Convention on Road ‘Iraffic and the Vienna Convention on Road Signs and Signals.
Marked pedestrian crogsings are ofien found at inlerscetions, bul may also be at other
poinig on busy roads that would otherwise be oo unsale to cross withoul assistance
duc to vehicle nunbers, speed or road widths. They are also commonly installed where
large numbers ol pedesirians are allempling Lo cross {such as in shopping areas) or
where vulnerable road users (such as school children} regularly cross. Rules govern
usage of the pedestrian crossings 1o ensure salcly; lor example, in some arcas, the
pedestrian must be more than hallway across the crosswalk belore the driver procecds.
In general, there are two Lypes ol intersections including signalized and unsignalised
intersections. Signalised pedestrian crossings clearly separate when each tvpe of traftic
(pedestrians or road vehicles) can use the crossing. Unsignalised crossings generally
assist pedestrians, and usually prioritise pedestrians, depending on the locality. Pelican
crosswalks use signals to keep pedestrians together where they can be seen
by motorists, and where they can cross most salcly across the Jow of vehicular trallic,
whercas zecbra crossings are uncontrolled and more appropriate [or lower pedestrian
flows.

The new town movement refers to towns that were built in the UK after World War
Il and that have been purposefully planned, developed and built as a remedy to
overcrowding and congestion in some instances, and to scattered ad hoc settlements in
others. ‘The main reason for it was to decongest larger industrialized cities, rehousing
people in [reshly buill, new and [ully plannced towns that were complelcly sell-
sutticient and provided for the community. In 1918, writing at a time when nineteenth
century sanitary advances had revealed how badly off people in urban environments
were and, owing to pioneers such as ’atrick (eddes, the relationship between social
issues and town planning was slowly being realised, Frederick Osbhorn refers to urban
problems colleetively as the “urban discasce’. The urban discase, a by-product of
the industrial revelution. was brought on by a vicious cycle whereby industry chose to
set up near population bases to ensure labour demands could be met which in turn
attracted rural migrants seeking work to move into the city prompting further industry
and so on. Lhis resulted in greater pollution n the city, higher populations, and denser
living condilions. Morcover, rural arcas declining rapidly duc 10 loss of population
were lell o decay. Turthermore, there were no powers in place (o stop prosperous
[amilics moving Lo open spaces or lrom industry growing in the cenires. EFringe growth
was vigorous and existing centres were left to deteriorate. Accordingly, those who
moved to new fringe suburbs to escape the congestion were in fact bolstering the very
process that caused them to move away.
