The presence ol Muslims as minoritics is nol a new phenomenon. Muslims uged 1o live in
a minority coniext since the advent ol Islam. Their migration 1o Abyssinia in 613 A DD is
the first recorded presence of a Muslim community in the midst of a non-Islamic polity
outside the Arabian Peninsula. After the establishment of the Islamic state in Medinah.
many Muslims used to move in and out of the Muslim territories for trade, for seeking
knowledge, or for taking part in wars. Such a movement raised various legal questions
that resulted in the development and the production ol a legal debate.

An excellent review of the earlier legal debate on the question of the presence of
Muslim minerities in non-Muslm lands is the contribution of Professor Khaled Abou El
I'adl. [ e published four signiticant articles on the juristic discourse of Muslim minorities
as early as the second/eighth century until the beginning of the twentieth century. [lis
review cstablishes the [act that Muslim legal tradition on Muslim minority is complex and
diverse. The jurists of various schools debated alimost every single issue and projected
different positions based on their geopolitical setting and juridical orientations. They
debated the ruling pertaining immigration, definition of dars (both daralIsfam and
daral-harb), the boundaries of 1slamic jurisdiction, the limitations of manifesting one's
religion and the rele ol aman in delining their relation 1o the non-Muslim ierritory.
Khaled Abou Fl-Tadl, however, argucs that there are three main questions that the debalc

After learning that Islam has a viewpoint about governance and politics and attributing,
a specific theory about it to [slam. some guestions regarding the nature of this theory
can be raised. ls this political theory of lslam initiated, i.e. “founded™ by Islam, or
something just approved and cmulated by 1slam?

Replying to the above question. we have certain cases where the conduct and
behavier of certain men of wisdom has been approved by Islam. Technically, 1slam’s
approval here is called “approval of the way of the wise”. For example, there are
transactions which pcople undertake—including buying and sclling, renting, trading
and othcrs which are recognivzed as rational behavior conceived by the people and
approved by religious law,

Catholic cstablishment. in particular during the
Middle Ages, was a proponent of the involvement of religion in politics and
governance, regarding the government as rightfully belonging to the Papacy. They
believed that the Church had been given the authority by God to rule over people
according to divine ordainment, while the people were dutv-bound to obey the orders
of the Pope as authorized by God. This form of government was called “theocratic
govermment”. In bricl, the divine rule we belicve in and Western theocracy are poles
apart.
