PASSAGE 1:

In trying to understand the role of philosophy within the context of the Islamic
tradition in its totality, one of the most interesting subjects to investigate is the
relationship between later Islamic philosophy in its metaphysical aspects or what came
to be known as al-hikmat al-ilahiyyah and kalam which is usually translated as Islamic
theology in Western languages.

When we speak of al-hikmat al-ilahiyyah, we do not mean simply the ilahiyyat of
the works of Muslim Peripatetics such as Ibn Sina and Ibn Rushd, nor the hikmah to
which some of the theologians such as Fakhr al-Din Razi refer as being synonymous
with kalam. Rather, we mean the blend of rational philosophy, illumination, gnosis,
and the tenets of revelation that formed into a synthesis after Suhrawardi and to a large
extent, thanks to him, that reached its peak with Sadr al-Din Shirazi and his students.

Here we wish to examine the relationship between the followers of the school of al-
hikmat al-ilahiyyah, or hikmat-i ilahi (especially that part concerned with “the general
principles” (al-umur al-ammah) and kalam. Although not all the hukama of this school
have the same view concerning kalam, there is enough unity of view among them to
warrant such a study, in the same way that one can speak of the relationship between
mashshai philosophy and kalam even though not all of the Muslim Peripatetic
philosophers have held the same views concerning kalam.

PASSAGE 2:

When we come to later Islamic history, or what we might call the “post-Ibn Rushdian
phase” of Islamic philosophy, the role and function of falsafah became somewhat
different from what it had been until then. The Islamic sciences, both the intellectual
and transmitted, had by now become already elaborated and were following their own
course of development. Peripatetic philosophy, moreover, had reached an impasse, as
seen in the far-reaching attacks of al-Ghazzali and the much less influential rebuttal of
Ibn Rushd. New intellectual forces had appeared upon the scene, of which the most
important were those identified with the names of Suhrawardi and Ibn Arabi.

Politically also the symbolic unity of the Islamic world was soon brought to an end
by the destruction of the Abbasid caliphate and the emergence of a new pattern, which
finally led to the establishment of the three major Muslim empires of the Ottomans,
Safavids, and Moghuls. In this new situation falsafah was to have a different function
and role in the western and the eastern lands of Islam.

In the western lands of Islam, after Ibn Rushd falsafah ceased to exist as an
independent and rigorously defined discipline, with a few exceptions in the Arab
world such as Ibn Sabin and Ibn Khaldun. Among the Turks and the Sunni Arabs of
Syria and Iraq a certain amount of philosophic activity did continue, associated mostly
with the school of Suhrawardi and the metaphysical doctrines of Ibn Arabi, but
unfortunately this tradition has not been investigated thoroughly until now.

PASSAGE 3:

The term falsafah is an Arabised form of the Greek philosophia. The Arabic hikma
may also be used more or less synonymously with the same term, although more often
the intended meaning is closer to the word ‘‘wisdom’’. Used in numerous Arabic and
Persian texts, falsafah indicates an inclusive rational process aimed at knowing the
nature of things and expressing the result in a systematic way.

The term hikma, by contrast, is used in several ways, some of them not related to
the science or the art of systematic philosophy. Some historians have used words such
as ‘‘theosophy’” to translate the term hikma as a means of explaining the presumed
esoteric and mystical dimensions of Islamic philosophy, but such usage is not justified
in the actual Arabic and Persian texts. Based on the Greek term, an agent noun
faylasuf was coined, which means ‘‘philosopher’”. In relation to the Arabic term
hikma, the adjectival form hakim may be used in the same sense as faylasuf, but it is
mainly employed to denote a special, often religious quality associated with the
practitioner/follower of falsafah or hikma.

Throughout history Islamic philosophers sought to construct holistic philosophical
systems, and some made special efforts to harmonise philosophical principles with
religion. Following Avicenna (Abu Ali ibn Sina, 980-1037), the story of Islamic
philosophy can best be understood as the quest to refine and construct holistic
philosophical systems that have also served to uphold the deduced validity of revealed
truths.
