‘The serum antibodies produce in response to a particular antigen heterogeneous due to
the presence of multiple B-cell epitopes on protein antigens. Secreted antibodies by
plasma cclls circulate in the blood and serve as the cffeetors of humoral immunity by
searching out and neutralizing or eliminating antigens. Although the polyclonal
anlibody producced in vive is benelicial (o the organism, 1l has numcerous disadvanlages
[or immunologic investigations.

A variety of pathogenic organisms can be detected as immunogens by the immune
system. 1t actually recognizes particular macromolecules of an infcclious agend,
generally either protein immunogens, although polyvsaccharides ranking second. In
fact, lipids and nucleic acids of an infectious agent generally do not serve as
immunogens  unless  they  arc combined with prowcins  or  polysaccharides.
Immunoglobulins function as antibodies. the antizen binding proteins present on B-
cell membrane. Membrane-bound antibody confers antigenic specificity on B-cells;
antigen-gpecilic proliferation of B-cell clones depends on interaction of membrane
antibody and antigen.

Lxperimental studics have revealed that the immunoegens in hunceral iminunity tend
to use soluble polysaccharides or protein as immunogens. 1lowever, in cell-mediated
immunity, only proteins serve as immunogens. Although they are not recognized
dircetly, instead they must first be proceed into small peptides and then presenied in
association with MIIC molecules on the membrane of a cell hefore they can be
recognized as immunogens.

Due to widespread and prolonged use of lead, it is one of the most ubiguitous of the
toxic metals. Exposure to lead may be through air. water. or food sources. [norganic
lead may be absorbed through the digestive tract, the pulmonary system, and the
intcgument. Ingested inorganic lead is absorbed more efficiently from the alimentary
canal ol children than that of adults, rcadily crosses the placenta, and it could be
penctlraied into the blood-brain barricr.
