Many of the major supermarker chains have come under fire with accusations of
various unethical acts over the past decade. They've wasted tons of food, they've
underpaid their supplicrs, and they ve contributed to excessive plastic wasle in their
packaging, which has had its impact on our environment.

But supermarkets and grocers are starting to sit up and take notice. In response to
growing consumer backlash againgt the huge amounts of plastic wasle generated by
plastic puckaging, somc ol the largest UK supermarkcls have signed up 1o a pact
promising 1o translorm packaging and cul plastic wastage. In 4 pledee (o reuse, recvele

Today, a journalist is commonly perceived as someone who will do anyvthing to
acquire a story and rush it into the newsroom., But in the carly nincleenth century,
newspapers based their business on their local coverage. nol the timeliness ol their
news. The journalist Charles T. Congdon (clls ol onc cditor who rcluscd a journalisi’s
request to visit a nearby town to report on a speech, saying., “Semebody will send us
something about it in two or three days.” Some newspapers printed on a different day
each week to fit in with the social life of the editor: others reduced the amount of news
they printed in a husy week. in case there was a shortage of news the following week.
