When the US explorer and academic TTiram Bingham arrived in South America in
1911, he was rcady lor whal was 1o be the greatest achicvement ol lias life: the
exploration ol the remote hinterland to the wesl ol Cusco, the old capital of the Inca
empire in the Andes mountains of IPeru.
