Curtains can provide a freer and more dynamic flow in architecture. These elements
are usually intended to protect the interior from sunlight or create visual privacy, but
they are also used as decoration or as room dividers. Since they are very movable and
flexible, curtains are becoming a popular choice for architects and interior designers,
creating layers between interior and exterior spaces that transform the environment
through light and shade. Here, we have gathered some examples of projects that use
curtains, particularly in the facades, showing how this solution can affect the overall
impression of the design.

Making architecture less stiff is quite challenging, but light materials, such as
fabric, can add more motion and new possibilities to the facade.

Other examples include the Pop-ln, Pop-Out, Pop-Up, a collapsible street cinema
in Venice, with an adjustable curtain mechanism that promotes changeable intimacy,
dictating the visibility of the activity within from the outside. And speaking of privacy,
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the Chapel of Silence also features a curtain that regulates the levels of intimacy with
the outside as required by the visitors.

PASSAGE 2:

In today’s climate, energy and how we use it is a primary concern in the design of built
spaces. Buildings currently contribute nearly 40% to global carbon emissions and with
a projected growth of 230 billion square meters in construction before the end of 2060,
the focus on construction decarbonization efforts should be paramount.

Solar electric and wind power systems have been in use for decades, but only now
has the idea of turning windows into solar panels become a reality, through companies
such as ClearVue. Their patented technology and ClearVue PV product offer the first
truly clear solar glass on the market, and available to purchase now, which promises to
fill cities with buildings that actively reduce energy usage while also generating
electricity to contribute to building running costs.

The window system facilitates this process by allowing visible light to pass through
a pane of glass, while the invisible wavelengths of light are deflected to the edges of
the glass where they are converted into electricity. To the naked eye, the product looks
just like regular glass, but with the unique ability to harness the power of the sun,
which turns any building into an energy-generating solar array.

Classified as a Building Integrated Photovoltaics (BIPV) system, ClearVue’s solar
PV windows are integrated within a building’s envelope, as opposed to conventional
PV systems where modules had to be mounted on the top of existing roots. This has a
dual benefit: clear solar glass serves as an energy-efficient window product for any
building, but also generates electricity for on-site use or export to the grid.

PASSAGE 3:

Polycarbonate has become an alluring alternative to glass in facades, as it has different
levels of translucency and can provide optimal transmission and diffusion of light.
Moreover, it is light, flexible, recyclable, durable, and includes UV protection, in
addition to resisting temperatures between -40°C and 115°C. But beyond its functional
properties, this thermoplastic also provides wide-ranging aesthetic opportunities,
allowing architects to create unusually dynamic and expressive facades.

Although polycarbonate can form facades with great visual impact, its effect is not
only external. The material lets light pass into the interior of the building and
distributes it evenly, generating highly luminous and bright spaces. This effect is
intensified when colored pieces are used, since the tint has a direct effect on the
environment, achieving gnchanting atmospheres.

Rodeca’s colored polycarbonate panels demonstrate the possibilities for this type
of material. Its lines BiColor, DecoColor, and DuoColor offer different effects
depending on the respective constitutions of the material. BiColor is an extrusion
technique for polycarbonate panels which is made up of two colors, one color on the
inner face and another color on the remaining layers. When it comes into contact with
light, the polycarbonate produces three-dimensional lighting effects, varying in
coloration according to the intensity of light and the perspective of the viewer. With
DecoColor, one outer layer is a different color than inside layers. This way a panel can
be completely opaque tfrom the outside but have perfect daylight on the inside.
