PASSAGE 1:

A meandering wooden path leads towards a centuries-old oak tree situated at the center of
Hylla Alpine Garden in China’s Yulong County, which landscape design studio Z’scape
created to celebrate the region’s native plants and indigenous culture. The Hylla Alpine
Garden project forms part of the Lijiang Hylla Vintage Hotel complex in the foothills of
the Jade Dragon Snow Mountain in Lijiang, Yunnan province.

The garden was designed by Beijing-based studio Z’scape and was shortlisted in the
landscape category of Dezeen Awards 2021. The hotel project is inserted carefully into
the existing landscape, and features buildings constructed using reclaimed and local
materials to ensure it links the past with the present. The landscaping adopts a similar
approach, employing local stonemasons and carpenters to create a contemporary design
that feels connected to the site’s history. Native plants, local stones, textures and water
features that recall the wells found in nearby villages all contribute to an environment that
invites visitors to explore the local culture.

“The design effort draws upon the site,” explained the architects, “establishing a
distinct closeness with indigenous Naxi culture and alpine nature in creating a place of
comfort, solitude and peace.” The garden is located close to UNESCO world heritage sites
including Yuhu village and the historic town of Baisha, both of which are overlooked
from the glevated site. A Naxi village that was abandoned for several decades has been
renovated to form the basis for the hotel and garden, which covers an area of
approximately four hectares.

Winding paths lead visitors through the landscaped garden at the Vitra Campus in
Weil am Rhein, Germany, which Piet Oudolf designed to complement the site’s iconic
architecture. [1] The Oudolf Garten covers an area of approximately 4,000 square
meters at the furniture company’s production site, which features buildings designed
by some of the world’s leading architects. [2] With production buildings, museums
and a showroom created by architects including Nicholas Grimshaw, Frank Gehry, and
Zaha Hadid, Vitra describes the campus as an “architecture park™.

According to Vitra chairman emeritus, Rolf Fehlbaum, who began commissioning
architects to create buildings for the campus in the 1980s, landscape design was not a
consideration in the first decades of its development. “It was only in the course of
connecting the northern and southern parts of the Campus, when the projects by
Alvaro Siza and Giinther Vogt were commissioned, that landscape interventions were
first implemented,” said Fehlbaum. “Piet Oudolf’s garden has added a fresh dimension
to the campus and opens up a new, ever-changing experience for visitors.” [3]

Oudolf is known for his naturalistic approach to gardening, which involves working
primarily with perennial plant varieties that are chosen as much for their structure as
their flower color. The Dutch designer began working with perennials in the 1980s to
create gardens that look good throughout the year.

PASSAGE 3:

Influenced by the Great Depression, Franklin Delano Roosevelt, and New Deal-era
programs that provided social relief, Lawrence Halprin (1916-2009) believed he could and
should contribute to the greater good. Inspired by Works Progress Administration projects
that created innovative parks and parkways, Halprin wanted to improve the lives of urban
dwellers during a period when many people were fleeing cities and new highways were
destroying older neighborhoods. Halprin gave people reasons to come back to cities, to stay
in cities, and to be part of cities. He empowered these people by making them part of the
design process through workshops and bottom-up processes that allowed them to influence
the shape of their own neighborhoods.

Expanding upon the lofty ambitions pioneered by Frederick Law Olmsted, Sr. (a Halprin
hero) in park making and city shaping, Halprin propelled these ideas forward in an age of
Modernism—both in his built works and his influential treatises Cities (1963) and Freeways
(1966). He invented new types of landscapes that were dynamic: environmentally-sensitive
communities, commemorative parks, and grand open space networks that were carved into
declining infrastructure. Halprin’s landscapes can feel intimate or heroic—and at the Portland
Open Space Sequence, those experiences are separated by a couple of blocks. Halprin, like
Olmsted, took us on scenographic journeys—and yes, they were both about movement-but
unlike Olmsted, Halprin’s landscapes were inspired by, but not imitative of, nature; and his
distinct design language was rich in meaning and symbolism. Halprin was more than a
landscape architect. As his friend and colleague Richard Haag wrote: “In our staid
profession he became a cult figure.”
