Tholpavakoothu is a form of shadow puppelry that is practiced in Kerala, India. It is
perlormed vsing lcather puppeis as a ritual dedicated o Bhadrakali and is perlormed in
Devi temples in specially buill theatres called koothumadams. A koothumadamis
separale 42-loot-long stage on which Tholpavakoothu is performed. The stage has a
screen, a picee of while cloth, behind which the puppets are held. The lighting is provided
by 21 lamps lit in coconut halves or carthen lamps placed behind the puppets, causing their
shadows to fall on the screen. ‘The lamps are a placed gguidistantly on a specially
constructed wonden beam called a wiakdar madam. ‘The performance is accompanied by
the recitation of slokas and the performers are required to learn over 3000 of these before
they  perform. ‘'The recitation is  accompanied by  instruments  such
as cheneln, maddalany ezhupara, ilathalam, conch and chervkuzhal A full Tholpavakoothu
performance, staging all the episodes of the Kamba Ramayana, takes 21 days to complete
with nine-hour performances every day, and requires 180 to 200 puppets.

Glove puppelry is a lype of opera using ¢loth puppets that originaied during the 17th
century in Quanzhou or Zhangzhou ol China's Fujian provinee, and higlorically practised
in the Min Nan-speaking arcas such ay Quanzhou, Zhangshou, the Chaoshan region
of Gruangdong. and other parts of southern China. The puppet's head uses wood carved
inte the shape of a hollow human head, bur aside from the head. palms, and feet, which
are made of wood. the puppet's torso and limbs consist entirely of cloth costumes. At the
time of the performance. a gloved hand enters the puppet's costume and makes it perform.
In previous vears the puppets used in this tvpe of performance strongly resembled *cloth
sacks’. Glove puppetry performances, similar to some tvpes of Chinese opera, are divided
inte a fust half and a second half show. During the first half. known as the “show
platform’, the audience is shown a demonstration by a master puppeteer on the stage. The
second half consists of' the puppet master. the orchestra, and the spoken parts. Several key
points ol a show 1o be appreciated include: the dexierity ol the masicr puppeleer's
manipulation ol the puppel, the accompaniment of the orchestra. and the poctic spoken
parts ol the voice actors. From traditional to modem perlormances, human vocal music
and operatic singing 15 rarely heard. In Indoncsia, glove puppetry wag once popular
throughout Chinese communitics around Sumatra and Java, Cspecially in Java, the
acculturation between Chinese and Javanese culture gave hirth to new style of puppetry,
called Peranakan Potehi. Today, glove puppetry is called with the term Wayang Poteli.
