PASSAGE 2:

Shadow puppetry is considered the oldest form of puppetry in the world. It began more
than a thousand years ago in China and India. In China the shadow plays are often
folktales and legends of the past, many based on Chinese opera themes. In Indonesia
shadow plays are an integral part of traditional culture. The plays are taken from two
religious epics where there 1s often a struggle between good and evil. Turkey and
Greece also have a history of shadow puppetry, where plays are based on everyday life
and contain much physical comedy. In Western Europe shadow puppetry enjoyed
popularity during the 1800’s when the art of cutting silhouettes out of paper was
fashionable. In 1926 German shadow puppeteer Lotte Reiniger made the first full
length animated film The Adventures of Prince Achmet. She hand-cut beautiful opaque
silhouette figures that were moved on an animation table.

Traditional shadow puppets are flat and made of leather. Areas within the puppet
are punched out with sharp knives. These areas suggest facial features and help define
clothing. The puppets are made from separate pieces and joined together with wire or
string. They are controlled by long rods and moved behind a white translucent screen
made from paper or cloth. A lamp on the puppeteer’s side of the stage provides the
light: the audience on the other side sees the moving shadows.

Contemporary shadow puppets may be made combining a variety of materials
including paper, plastic, wood, colored theatrical lighting filters, cloth, dried plants or
found objects ranging from silk scarves to kitchen utensils. Shadow puppets have been
made with three-dimensional wire heads and cloth bodies.

Contemporary shadow puppeteers might employ a host of specialized lighting
effects, including various theatrical lighting instruments, overhead projectors, reflected
light, projected films, head lamps and hand-held lights.

PASSAGE 3:

The rod puppet is the most common form in Indonesia, whether for three-dimensional
figures or for shadows. The wayang golek is the standard rod puppet today and is
thought to date back to at least the 16th century. In most cases it has a long batik
sarong and is without legs, but in the northern Japara region of West Java figures were
sometimes provided with legs. The central control rod tapers to a point at the bottom
so that it can be jammed into the fibrous banana log that runs along the base of the
stage. This allows the dalang to stock characters on either side till they need to appear,
or to multiply the number of figures onstage. The diameter of the control rod is
reduced at the point where it enters a hole that runs through the carved torso. At the
top, it emerges, often tapered, and the head of the figure is planted on it. This
arrangement allows the dalang to turn the head of the puppet without turning the body.

Arms, articulated at the shoulder and elbow, are controlled by lighter rods tied to
the hands. The wayang kulit or leather shadow figures, where head and body are cut in
one piece, likewise have a support rod that is held in the hand. This is often a bent
piece of bamboo or buffalo horn that follows the contours of the figure to ensure
maximum support. Occasionally a string mechanism comes into play to allow an
articulated jaw to function. Arms are articulated at shoulder and elbow and are
disproportionately long, especially in Java. Many figures, especially comic and
grotesque ones, like the marotte, have only a basic support rod and the arms are
incorporated into the overall silhouette. The wayvang klitik 1s a ftlat figure, carved in
relief with articulated leather arms and is operated in much the same way as the
wayang kulit, but without a shadow screen.
